The 400 step tour of the tall city building was sold out it was 8 euros about 14 US dollars.

Conversed with our tour guides in regards to the social system here and she informed me that the social security system is one of the best in the world.
She informed me that government had sub-sized expenses for those on assistance for each individual on assistance they receive 16,000 Euros a month which is equivalent to almost 32,00 or 28,00 a month in sub-sized payment which is granted to the individual on assistance in the EURO known as cash. While on assistance the individual still receives the sub-sized rent electric and food assistance. With healthcare still being offered.
I was informed that minimum wage for children was 4 or 5 Euro an hour equal to about 7 or 8 us dollars an hour and that’s for an high school student. She went on to inform me that’s only for high school student. She told me that older adults with no formal education may be a high school diploma at the highest would not get paid the same as the high school student. So regardless of your education in Utrecht you would be evaluated on your experience and that there’s no way a high school student and a parent could get paid the same amount 

As the tour guide in regards to the infrastructure for the storm drains and our they part of the original city infrastructure.


Rent for a one bed room apartment downtown Utrecht is about 700 Euro a month which is close to14,00 to 1200 United States money a month. Only other additional expenses are water, electric and gas if you are outside the city limits there is a hot water pipe that runs through the city and through apartments to give heat 

Conversed with Dr. Akira Ishiwatari professor of Geology and Petrology at the Center for Northeast Asian Studies Tohoku University in regards to his background and his vessel. 
Informed me that he has been on drilling vessel for over 20 years this year he goes on two months cruises
informed me in regard to the drilling process

The Drill Bit

Amount of Teeth on the Drill bit

That a fluid is pumped(chemical known as mud) into the hole that drill is going into
There is a vacuum line that every 10 meters sucks the sediments up and the scientist archive these sediments and each scientist is only allow 100 samples less than one gram each.
The Drill Bit is flexible and that the boat can drift a certain amount of meters

At time the drill bit unscrews itself
different drill bits are used for different sites

I asked the gentlemen if they encounter underwater cables such as the trans Atlantic cable and how do they handle these matters?
The gentlemen informed me that they have a test bit that drops a hardwire black and white camera that provide a visual prior to drilling. Also they do not go near the cables. The cable is characterize as being as thick as Juicy Juice Can.
Original cable had copper that was used for telegraphs
There is an underwater hover vehicle that can only go as deep as 2,500 meters where they can drill up to 40,000 meters deep so there is a 15,00 feet where the vehicle can not go due to pressure. SO my question is how is it that the cable can function properly but a newer updated water hover vehicle can? What stops the signals from dropping? How do they locate where there are breaks in the line? The gentlemen informed me that they can see the cable on the Underwater vehicle and they avoid these cable infrastructure. My question is what type of camera can identify this cable infrastructure? If so this cable gives of heat which is a new science project that can be funded and what’s contributing to Global warming and the rise of sea temperature.
