Then Dr. Richardson went on to mention Charles Drew was a graduate of Harvard in the early 1990’s. The 1900’s were influentially for African Americans being just thirty years out of slavery. She then went on to say” They do not even know my name Charles Drew said this about the Chicago Bridges how strong they feel, how these bridges will be there for years. Dr. Richardson last words was legacy is what we leave, let’s enhance our history.
