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This year (ADMI) Association of Departments of Computer/Information Sciences and Engineering at Minority Institutions 2005 conference was held in Rincon, Puerto Rico from October 13-15. Elizabeth City State University was represented at the ADMI conference by two-student researcher in addition to three faculty members. Kaiem Frink presented in the Poster Presentation as well as Jerome Mitchell in the Oral presentation. The faculty members in attendance were Dr. Linda Hayden, Dr.Stephanie Johnson as well Dr. Darnell Johnson. This year theme was Modeling Diversity in Computing and Engineering. 

A very significant part of the symposium was the opportunity for interaction among faculty, students, graduate schools, and representatives of various organizations. The connections and networking opportunities formed through the symposiums allows all in attendance to enhance their career opportunities. The contacts that were made can lead to Graduate School. These types of interactions and contacts are what makes the difference in these highly funded government programs.

The research presented at the ADMI conference demonstrates the excellence teaching, at Minority Institutions as well as state-of-the-art curriculum, research trainings, and equipment enhancement. The quote goes, as “that 95% of the world is non-European among the other five percent that are European. Half of that European population is female, while that other 2.5% run the worlds.”

Then later on during the conference Dr. Adrena W. Lawrence said, “Let no one determine your rightful place in life.” Due the fact that the opportunities presented to you today won’t be here forever. Just as the opportunity to do research with the University of Puerto Rico (UPR). (UPR) had a project titled Ground Penetrating Radar in Soil Moisture. This summer URE program had a team titled the Lost Colony and Remote Sensing team. Doing research with Ground Penetrating Radar, which detects inconsistencies underground.

The ADMI conference presented me with another opportunity where my research of Study on Implementation of Macromedia ColdFusion as a Web Application Server can be presented.Such as processing speed, accuracy of the database, size of the database and with a larger database how long will images take to output?
